APPEAL

To the Parliaments of Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania on Holding
Referenda on Accession to the European Union

The Baltic Assembly proposes to the Parliaments of Estonia, Latvia and
Lithuania to consider, in appropriate time, the expediency of holding
referenda on accession to the European Union simultaneously.
