STATEMENT
ON THE BALTIC INFORMATION BUREAU

The Baltic Assembly notes that the absence of objective information often leads to
distortions and misinterpretations of the history, politics and everyday life of the Baltic
countries in many influential sources of the mass media in the countries of the world.
Most frequently, the distorted or incomplete information is disseminated by news
agencies, located in the capital city of Russia. Therefore the Baltic Assembly supports

the creation of the Baltic Information Bureau in Moscow.
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
